Pupils are taught the column method for multiplication in primary school, which is common across all
of our feeder primary schools. If they have a secure conceptual understanding of this method, then
teachers should continue to use this method from Year 7 onwards.

For multiplication, some pupils may include an addition symbol when adding partial products.

They will be taught the grid method for multiplication if they do not have a secure understanding of
the column method following primary school. This deepens their conceptual understanding and
minimises opportunities for minor errors.
